Review the parts of speech within an active voice sentence. 

Links to Experience:
Minimizing the focus on the doer of the action, rather than focusing of the object: Politicians might say, "Mistakes were made," rather than, "We made mistakes." A man who cheats on his wife might say, "Adultery was committed," not, "I committed adultery."    

Links to Learning:
Building on the Active Voice knowledge they already have, explaining the rules of passive voice and having them complete activites on page 141 of the student workbook, first in partners and then together as a class.
