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Jigsaw Method of Differentiation
) (
Students with the same parts form “expert” groups to discuss
) (
Give students time to read over their part 
) (
Assign each student to learn one part well
) (
Appoint a leader in each group
) (
Divide into 5-6 person groups
) (
Give a quiz on the material to make sure they know it
) (
The teacher floats from group to group, assisting
) (
Each student then shares his/her part with the group
) (
Students then return to their jigsaw groups 
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
